Wed: Numbers 10:1-10; 21:10-20 — How were trumpets used in Israel?
Why did the people sing about the well?

Thu: Psalm 90 — What is the theme of this prayer-song of Moses?
Repeat this prayer as your own, especially verses 1-2, 12-17.

Fri: Deuteronomy 31:19-22, 30; 32:1-18 — Why did Moses teach the
Israelites this song?

Sat: Deuteronomy 32:19-47 — Notice how often the LORD is called the

“Rock” in this song (vv. 4, 15, 18, 30-31). Are you in danger of
turning to an inferior “rock” (vv. 31, 37)?

Music in the Days of Joshua and the Judges
Memory Verse: “There is no one holy like the LORD;

Sun: Joshua 6:1-16, 20-21 — What role did trumpets play in this battle
(see Num. 10:9)?

Mon: Judges 4:1-24 — According to this narrative, how did Israel win
this victory over the Canaanites?

Tue: Judges 5:1-18 — What aspects of the Israelite victory does this
song celebrate?

Wed: Judges 5:19-31 — Repeat yesterday’s question.
Thu:  Judges 6:1-6, 33-35; 7:1-8, 16-22 — Repeat Sunday’s question.

Fri: 1 Samuel 1:1-20 — What can we learn about prayer from
Hannah's example?

Sat: 1 Samuel 1:21-2:11 — Repeat yesterday’s question. Also, what
do we learn about the LORD from Hannah'’s song?

Tue: Luke 1:39-56 — What attributes of God are magnified in Mary’s
song? Join her in praise to the Lord.

Sun: 1 Samuel 9:1-2, 15-17; 10:1-13 — What role did music play in the
ministry of Israel’s prophets and in the anointing of King Saul?

Mon: 1 Samuel 16:14-23; 18:6-11 — How do these passages show the
influence of music in the spiritual realm?

Tue: 2 Samuel 1:1-4, 11-12, 17-27 — What is the theme of David’s
lament? What emotions are expressed in this song?

Wed: 2 Samuel 22:1-20 — This psalm appears twice in the Bible (see
Ps.18). What was God’s response to David’s cry for deliverance?

Thu: 2 Samuel 22:21-37 — What truths about God impress you in this
part of the psalm?

Fri: 2 Samuel 22:38-51 — How has David’s situation been completely
reversed? How could you use this song in your own devotional
life?

Sat: 2 Samuel 23:1-7 — How is David described in verse 1? How was
this song inspired, and what is its theme?

Music in the Worship of Israel (Part 1)

Memory Verse: Give thanks to the LORD, for he is good,;

Sun: 1 Chronicles 13:1-14 — What part did music play in bringing back
the ark? What was wrong with Israel’s worship?

Mon: 1 Chronicles 15:1-4, 11-16, 19-29 — Notice the role here of both
vocal and instrumental music. What was right with Israel's
worship?

Tue: 1 Chronicles 16:1-22 — This psalm appears twice in the Bible (see
Ps. 105). What part did music have in the regular worship of
Israel?

Wed: 1 Chronicles 16:23-43 — What truths in this song bear repetition?
(Cf.vv. 23-33 with Ps. 96 and vv. 34-36 with Ps. 106:1, 47-48.)

Thu: 1 Chronicles 6:31-32; 23:1-5, 28-31; 25:1-8 — How did David
organize the musical worship of Israel?

Fri: 2 Chronicles 3:1-2; 5:1-14 — What role did music play in the
dedication of the temple? How have you experienced the
awesome presence of God in corporate worship?

Sat: Sat. 2 Chronicles 6:12-13; 7:1-10 — What attributes of God are

repeatedly emphasized in Israel’s worship? (See 1 Chron. 16:34,
41; 2 Chron. 5:13; 7:3.)
